1. Complete the “Students on Commissions” application.  Students can apply to serve on one of the following commissions:  

· Conservation Commission - Advises the City Council about policies and practices that promote sustainable development and conservation of the City's air, water and land resources. The commission works on the reduction of residential and commercial solid waste, and the more efficient use of energy in the economic activities of both the public and private sectors. The commission meets on the second Tuesday of the month at 7 p.m. in the Prairie Room at City Center.

· Flying Cloud Airport Advisory Commission - Advises the City Council and Metropolitan Airports Commission on matters affecting the operation of Flying Cloud Airport and the community. The Commission also monitors noise abatement methods to reduce aircraft noise in the community.  Meetings are quarterly on the second Thursday of January, April, July and October.

· Heritage Preservation Commission - The Heritage Preservation Commission safeguards the heritage of Eden Prairie by preserving sites and structures that reflect significant elements of the City’s cultural, social, economic, political, visual, or architectural history, and also promotes the preservation and continued use of historic sites and structures for the education and general welfare of its residents. Meetings are the third Monday of the month at 7 p.m. at City Hall.

· Human Rights & Diversity Commission - Advises the City on matters of diversity, civil and human rights, and the Americans with Disabilities Act. The Commission has been involved in such important social issues as identifying needs of the immigrant population and finding solutions to “bullying” in local schools. Meetings are held on the lower level of Eden Prairie Center mall at 7 p.m. on the second Thursday of every month.

· Parks, Recreation & Natural Resources Commission - The Parks, Recreation and Natural Resources Commission advises the City Council on matters of development and use of parks and recreation facilities, leisure services, recreation programming, preservation of natural resources and promotion of environmental awareness. Meetings are held on the first Monday of every month at 7 p.m. in the Council Chambers. 
Terms are from September – May.

2. Students can submit applications in either of two ways:

· Submit via the electronic “Students on Commissions” application found at the City’s website at www.edenprairie.org, on the “City Government – Commissions – Students on Commissions” page.
· Submit a paper version of the “Students on Commissions” application, which can be found at your High School Career Center or Counseling office, or at Eden Prairie City Hall, 8080 Mitchell Road, Eden Prairie, MN 55344.

3. The deadline for submitting an application is Friday, May 27, 2016, at 4 p.m.

The term of appointment for each student selected to serve a term or terms as a “Students on Commission” representative are established and stated at the time of their appointment.  Students on Commission terms all occur from September through May.   Students on Commissions members are appointed to one to two four (4) month terms per year.  For Juniors, at the completion of the school year, a student is welcome to re-apply to the same Commission or a different Commission the following year.  Appointments do not carry over from year to year.

Students on Commission members, like all appointed City Commission members, serve without remuneration, but may be reimbursed for out-of-pocket expenses incurred in the performance of their duties when such expenses have been authorized by the City Council in advance.

Any Student Commission member may be removed by the City Council for just cause by a two-thirds vote of the City Council.  Each Commission holds its regular meetings at an established time.  All Commission members are required to be residents of the City.  The City Manager or his designee serves as a non-voting, ex-officio member of each Commission.
